Wonderfully informative and terrifying at the same time, this book is a very clear and easy to
read guide on what products to avoid to protect yourself and your family from harmful
chemicals that are in our foods, cosmetics and toiletries, household cleaning products, garden
pesticides and pet supplies.

Just a couple of examples to curl your hair:

e “Nitrosamines are one of the major carcinogens in cigarettes and are also found in
cured meats. This is widely known and for health reasons the content of nitrosamines in
cured meat has dropped in recent years. (A typical portion of bacon may contain approx
1mcg) Compare that with the nitrosamine content of shampoo, which could contain 50-
100mcgs, easily absorbed through the skin as you wash your hair in warm water.

e The artificial sweetener aspartame breaks down into carcinogenic formaldehyde during
storage and in the body.

e There is enough fluoride in the average 100ml family tube of toothpaste to kill a small
child.

e Pre-packaged lettuce is washed in a chlorine solution 20 times more concentrated than
in the average swimming pool.”

Throughout the chapters are
sections titled ‘Try this instead...”. So even though there is a lot of scary and confronting
information, a better way to shop, eat and clean is offered.

'Calum's Road' took me on an amazing journey as
the journalist author recounted the life of Calum
MacLeod and his determination in building his
own road to his home. - 'The story of one man's
devotion to a visionary project." Calum MacLeod started building his road in the 1960's. He
had a wheelbarrow, a pickaxe, a shovel and a crowbar. He lived in a crofter's cottage on the
tiny Hebridean island of Raasay.

His story is now part of Scottish history. But the author is adamant that the story should not
be sentimentalised - 'here lived a man who desired not fame or money, nor television and radio
programmes, nor medals and recognition by UNESCO, nor paragraphs in travel guides, nor
tributes in magazines and newspapers and books; a man who would have been astonished
and bewildered by the tribute of an exhibition of art. Calum did not even want a driving
licence. He merely wanted a road.'

Reading the book, one gains an insight into the life of the crofters. There were acts of forced
removal and transportation by wealthy landowners in the 19th century and, more recently,
disregard by governments and their agencies resulting in the almost total depopulation of the
islands. Calum loved his home and lobbied authorities all his life seeking support and
attention for what he believed in. Anything was possible on the island and the island could
provide for all.
